By the end of 
each practice, the player are one tep do er to becoming 
better than before.

Knowing your facts is a very important step in becoming 

a good crew member. The terminology and trategy is 
very unique and rower need both to be effective. 

For instance, there are eight eat in a crew racing hell 
or a crew boat. The seat are as follow : Bow, two, three, 
seat four, five, ix, even, and the troke. The cox wain sits 
in the stern, having hi or her own eparate eat, and face 
towards the bow. The intere ting thing i that only the 
coxswain can ee where the boat i going becau e the rest 
of the rower are facing the tern. Therefore, tru ting the 
coxswain is a very important part of crew. 

Al o, the ide that you it on i important. You only get 
one oar, o a rower mu t be comfortable with the side he 
or he i on. You can either be on the tarboard ide or the 
port ide either of which are equally important in rowing 
the boat. Everyone in the boat must work as a unit to keep 
a traight path. 

La t, the placement in your eating i al o very important. 
The rower with the be t timing it at the tern becau e 
rating of the stroke mu t be kept teady. Then, the rowers 
with the mo t power it toward the middle of the boat, and 
the rower in the back help to teer the boat.
